12 LIFE SAVING RULES

      LSR - Frequently Asked Questions 

1. Smoking area for minimal work crews on location?  

Need to clarify by 7/1/09 (entrance/edge of location, up-wind, 150’ from well / process equipment)

2. What if newly arrived on location where’s the smoking area? 

Contact Shell Supervisor for clarification.
3. Is smoking allowed in the port-a-pots or in our trucks while on location? 

NO – designated area only 

4. Can you use “Hands FREE KIT” while driving?   

NO--electronics devices while driving.
5. How about driving & cell phone usage on public roads? 

No Shell requirement, but check with specific supervisor. (If you are on Shell ticket, No cell phone use while vehicle is in motion applies and you must abide by the rule).

6. Will this cause “orientation or Yellow Book”, to update? 

YES – update to yellow book is complete.
7. Do we have to attend the SEPCo “Yellow Book” orientation again? 
NO - not for the 12 LSR.

8. Who makes up “investigation team” for LSR violations? 
Site Supervisors: Shell & Contractors-May escalate higher if needed.

9. Does the crew go if only one EE violates rules? 

NO - only EE who broke rule.
10. 2-man crew, 1 EE doesn’t pay attention (flagger) and has to be corrected on a LSR. 
Only intervention amongst piers required unless observation made by a Supervisor.

11. CB radios OK? 

Only for approved journey management-Talk to supervisor and or Shell management.

12. What if we are working at other location example: Louisiana-Wyoming? 
Rules apply everywhere.

13. If EE of a crew is asked to leave location will my company lose contract? 

NO- as long it is not ongoing.
14. Will Shell maintain a list of EE’s that were asked to leave location? 
NO

15. How will we know if one of my EE’s was asked to leave location? 
Shell Supervisor will notify contractor office management.

16. Contractor supervisor- is he the one to get his EE to leave location? 
Shell Supervisor will work this out with contractor. 

17. Do we have to wear the seat belt while turned in our seat when operating the winch? 
NO – if vehicle is moving then seat belt must be used while in motion.

18. Do we have to sniff the cellars if we are not going under the grating? 
NO- unless you are going to go under the cellar grating (permit requirements will need to be initiated).

19. Is plastic safety chain good enough to LOTO the wellhead? 

Yes – along with lock and tag.
20. Is PPE included in being removed from location if we forget to put on our Safety glasses? 

NO - Only intervention amongst piers required.

21. When is a load considered a suspended vs. a landed load? If there is weight on the hook of the crane it is considered a suspended load – a landed load will be completely landed on the ground or well tree, no weight on the hook of the crane. Buffer zone must be established.
