Chittim & Piloncillo Ranch Access Procedures
Due to a presence of illegal activities regarding undocumented aliens (UDAs) and narco-trafficking in close proximity and potentially through the Chittim and Piloncillo Ranches (ranches), a need has arisen to set a procedure for accessing the ranches for conducting Wells and Production Operations work.  The following guide shall be followed when working in the ranches.
Chittim Ranch  
Chittim #1 Well:

· Entrance @ Hwy 277, next to radio tower, @ 13 miles East of Eagle Pass, Tx.

· Gate guard will be a local, uniformed Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) – LEO will assign a placard to place in your car for Personnel OnBoard (POB) control and to make visitors aware of rules and emergency response

· Caliche road, North @ 8 miles to site

· No other access route is authorized at this time

Chittim B-1H Well:

· Entrance off of Hwy 57, @ 29 miles East of Eagle Pass, Tx.

· Gate guard will be a local, uniformed, Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) – LEO will assign a placard to place in your car for Personnel OnBoard (POB) control and to make visitors aware of ranch rules and emergency response

· Caliche road, South @ 1 miles to the well site

· No other access route is authorized at this time

Piloncillo Ranch

Piloncillo #1 Well:

· Entrance @ Hwy 83, next to xxx   xxxxx, @ xxxxx miles East of xxxxxx, Tx.

· Gate guard will be a local, uniformed, Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) – LEO will assign a placard to place in your car for Personnel OnBoard (POB) control and to make visitors aware of ranch rules and emergency response

· Caliche road, xxxx miles to site

· No other access route is authorized at this time
General Do’s & Don’ts:

         Do make yourself familiar with, and know and follow the rules for Chittim & Piloncillo Ranches
· Do follow your respective department’s Journey Management procedures

         Most UDAs will avoid contact unless in distress – DO NOT stop!   DO NOT Offer Rides!  Call to report the presence of the UDAs or strange activity to the respective Ranch Manager, Shell OSR/Supervisor, Border Patrol or Sheriff Department for assistance.
         Do NOT travel to Mexico 

         Do not engage hitchhikers and/or unidentifed personnel

· Do contact local law enforcement if you encounter suspicious activity enroute to the ranch
· Do report any issues to the OSR (Onsite Shell Representative) for follow-up and/or appropriate reporting (FOUNTAIN)
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
